PURPOSE 

To recognize and reward students who have distinguished themselves in the field of 

academics, athletics, leadership, character, and service to the community.  

 

SCHOLARSHIP BENEFITS  

Education is one of the best important investments that you will make. Other than 

financial assistance, there are a number of powerful advantages to getting scholarships. 

It isn't much of a secret that the costs of education have continued to rise in the last 20 

years. If you are able to get a scholarship that covers your tuition, books, and primary 

living expenses, you can focus on completing your degree without having to take out 

loans or get a job to pay for your classes. Another powerful advantage of scholarships is 

their prestige. Because most scholarships require students to maintain good grades in 

order to keep them, it takes a great deal of responsibility to use them effectively. 

The Save A Dream scholarship awards provide financial assistance toward college tuition 

and educational fees, or room and board, whichever is chosen by the student. Annual 

scholarship awards range from a minimum of $500 to a maximum of $10,000 per 

academic year. The Scholarship award is sent to your selected college, university, 

vocational, trade or charter school. You must provide proof of registration to Save A 

Dream. Scholarship recipients must be continually enrolled for 45 days after the 

academic start date. Recipients who have made payment in advance for tuition or fees 

must retain the receipts for these expenditures and provide them to Save A Dream for 

reimbursement of the authorized granted scholarship award amount.  Recipients, who 

fail to comply with provisions of their scholarship contract for any reason before the 45th 

day is reached, are liable to the institution for tuition and fees.

Save A Dream will not be responsible for making duplicate copies 
of applications and/or required materials. If required materials are not included with each separate application, your 

application will be considered incomplete. If the application fee is not enclosed with your materials, your application will 
be considered incomplete. Application fees are non-refundable. All incomplete applications will be disqualified.
